HELEN [laughing]
Okay, well, it’ll sink on the recording.  It’ll be alright. 

JESSICA
We can do it again.  My claps were really rubbish, as well.

[group laughter]

HELEN [laughing]
I’m sure they will be fine!  It’ll be fine!


[INTRO POP]


HELEN
I can’t stand it when people sing acapella in TV shows.

RHYS
Really?

HELEN
Yeah, I… ‘cos I know it’s always meant to be… well usually it’s meant to be, like, really moving, but it just makes me go [aauuuggghhhh…  nnnnngggggghhhh…]  No, I don’t like it!

[RHYS laughs]

Well, they won’t stop!  They’re always using this road to drive on!  Can you imagine… ?

[laughter]

[INTRO POP]


HELEN
And I am really [BEEP] off that a siren decided to…

[group laughter]
 
… I was on a roll!

IMOGEN
I was, like, ‘Wow!  Enthusigasm got sweary’!

[group laughter]

HELEN [laughing]
It’s okay.  we’ll keep it for a blooper reel.  It’ll be fine!


[INTRO POP]


HELEN
Jonny?  

JONNY
Er, well, I’m Jonny.  I’m currently waiting for some children to pass outside my window…

[sniggers and chuckling]

… because they’re shouting quite loudly!

HELEN
Oh, is that what that noise was? 

JONNY
Yes!  

[group laughter]


[INTRO POP]


HELEN
Nothing will stop a raging boner.  And with that, let’s talk about Henry the Eighth… 

[laughter]

… and the Tudors!

FAY
What a segue!

[laughter]

[INTRO POP]


HELEN
Ahh, very proud of that segue!

CATHY

Ohhh, nice!

TOM

Very nicely done, very nice!

HELEN

Mmmm, tasty!

[laughter]
[INTRO POP]


CATHY 
Hello editor, this is Cathy recording for the sci-fi films episode of Enthusigasm.  Hello again.  I love you! I hope you’re doing well, I hope you’re having a great day.  You’ve gotten yourself something tasty!  Something good, maybe a grilled cheese sandwich, or a piece of candy if that’s your prerogative, or maybe just a nice cup of tea…


[INTRO POP]

JOSH
It looks and sounds like Cole has gone into the cupboard.  Is that actually what has happened? 

COLE

MARTYN
Very important!

[Helen laughs]
 
HELEN
Who was it?  I have no idea!  But that’s where I found out about it!

SEAN
Did you leave with them?

[laughter]

Are they still there? 

[laughter]

ALASDAIR

Helen?  Helen?!

[group laughter]

HELEN [laughing]
Trapped in, like, one of those boxes…  Anyway, we’ll cut that bit out!

[laughter]
 
No one needs to know how many boyfriends I’ve had!

[laughter]
[group laughter]

MARTYN
So many, as to lose them at a cult magic show!

[group laughter]

[INTRO POP]


HELEN
I’ve just realised it’s Friday!

[Yeah!]

We can sing the ‘It’s Flat Fuck Friday’ song.

TOM
What? 

HELEN
Does no one… does no one know this is a… okay, so it’s a video…

[laughter]

… of, of crocodiles sliding around…

CATHY
What?!

HELEN
… and being… or being flat…

TOM
Oh, I have a link from Helen Gould… there’s some crocodiles…

HELEN [singing]
‘It’s flat fuck Friday, you fucking losers!’

TOM

[group laughter]

CATHY

Yeah…

HELEN [laughing]
You’re very welcome!  Every Friday is the Friday of the flat fucks!


[INTRO POP]

… develop another mouth…

ELIZABETH
Throat singing, some kind of throat singing thing that you can do where you’re actually just… 

LOWRI

Yeahhh!

SHAMINI

Oooh, yeah!

ELIZABETH

… continuing Enthusigasm plus singing a musical at the same time!

LOWRI
Yeah… I think you need to be able to breathe circular-la-ly, if that’s the word?!

SHAMINI
